Dear parents,  
As many of you will know, we welcomed Ofsted into school on Tuesday and Wednesday for our long-
awaited inspection. I could not be prouder of how our children conducted themselves. They spoke 
confidently with the inspectors, shared their learning with enthusiasm, and showcased their work 
beautifully. Our School Councillors met with the inspection team, several pupils discussed their 
learning and the wider life of the school, in depth, and Dexter and Florence even led the inspectors 
on a very impressive (and very detailed!) tour of the school.  
 
I tell the children often how proud I am of them, and these two days were no exception— they were 
excellent ambassadors for our school.  
 
I am also extremely proud of our dedicated and highly skilled staff team. The Ofsted inspectors 
recognised that every member of staff cares deeply about the education and wellbeing of our 
children, and that they work tirelessly to help them progress—with both high expectations and 
genuine warmth. One of the inspectors commented, “You care about the pupils, so you want them 
to do well in their education.”  
 
It was also wonderful to hear the inspectors acknowledge how inclusive our school is, and how well 
we support each child’s individual needs.  
 
Finally, I want to thank you for your positive feedback. Many of you took the time to complete the 
parent questionnaire; the inspectors shared some of the comments with us, and they truly meant a 
great deal. I am delighted that the inspectors recognised the consistent care and high-quality 
education our children receive—from their very first days with us in Nursery at age two, right 
through to their transition at the end of Year Six.  
 
We will share the full Ofsted report with you as soon as we receive it- thank you again for your 
ongoing support.
