Hello everyone, I thought I would share this information with you as we
are seeing a growing number of children at younger ages accessing
inappropriate content online, which has an impact on their viewpoints
and behaviour towards each other at school and in the community.

I would like to assure you that our school iPads are filtered and
monitored. We receive daily reports including screen shots of any
inappropriate use, or attempts to access inappropriate websites, both in
and out of school time; we are aware also that many children have
access to their own devices so please do watch the video below; this is
not just related to secondary aged children.
